1. ANNOUNCEMENT

Trackrod Motor Club Ltd. will organize a National B status Multi-use Stages Rally on
Sunday 21st March 2010 at Melbourne Airfield, near York. The event will be a round
of The Rainworth Skoda EMAMC Multi-use Stage Rally Championship (supported by
CJ Rallying & Slicks Tyres), The Roadrunner Phoenix Awards ANEMMC Stage Rally
Championship (supported by Pantry Catering and Slicks Tyres), The ANWCC Stage
Rally Championship 2010 & The Yorkshire League. A Special Stage Practice Event
will also be run in conjunction with the main event.

2. JURISDICTION

The meeting will be Held under the General Regulations of The Motor Sports
Association (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA)
these Supplementary Regulations and any written instructions the promoting club may
issue

3. AUTHORISATION

4. ELIGIBILITY

The event is open to all:

(i) Fully elected members of the organising club.

(ii) Members of ANCC / ANEMMC / ANWCC / EMAMC member clubs.

5. LICENCES ETC.

All competitors must produce a valid club membership card, valid competition licence
(H22,26), a Motor Sports Association vehicle logbook and, where appropriate, a
current MOT certificate (R46). Note that drivers must possess a valid stage rally
licence, these are not available on the weekend of the event

6. SCRUTINEERING

Scrutineering and noise check will ONLY be available on Saturday 20" March
between the hours of 15.00 and 19.00. Competitors will be advised in the Final
Instructions of the time they should present their vehicle for scrutineering (R5.1.1).

THERE IS NO PROVISION FOR SCRUTINEERING ON THE SUNDAY MORNING!

Note: The noise limit is 100dB(A) @ 4,500rpm measured at 0.5m. (R4.1)
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Please ensure that when presenting your vehicle for scrutineering it is in a proper
state of readiness with helmets, licences etc. easily to hand.

Competing cars may be left at the airfield overnight, the organisers will endeavour to
ensure the security of the vehicles. However, they will not be held responsible for any
losses in relation thereto, it is entirely the vehicle owner s responsibility.

Please note:

The gates to the venue will be closed from 08.00 hrs on the Sunday
morning, so any competitor taking their vehicle home must be back in
the service area by this time or they may be excluded and their place
offered to areserve.

7. PROGRAMME

The whole event will be held at Melbourne Airfield, near York, (105/764420) on
Sunday 21st March 2010 and will consist of 8 stages with a total length of
approximately 52 miles. The due start time for "car 0" at MTC1 will be 08-27. All
competitors must have signed on and be in the service area by 07.30 hrs.
Competitors will be required to start some stages at 30 second intervals. Stages will
take the form of former runways and perimeter tracks giving a combination of tarmac
or broken concrete and loose areas.

8. CLASSES

The event will consist of the following classes: -

Class A - upto - 1400cc
Class B - 1401 - 1600cc
Class C - 1601 - 2000cc
Class D - over - 2000cc
Class E - All Four Wheel Drive cars only

Engines using forced induction will be subject to a nominal increase in capacity of
70% to determine their class eligibility in accordance with MSA regulations

Exact vehicle details must be stated on the entry form and where any change has
been made without prior notification (in writing) to the entries secretary, at least 24
hours before the start of the event, then the offending crew may be excluded. Any
crew found to be entered in the incorrect class may be excluded.

9. TECHNICAL

All vehicles must comply with Motor Sports Association technical regulations R46-48.
and must pass a noise test set at 100 dB(A) @ 4,500 rpm measured at 0.5m. Any
vehicle which does not conform will not be allowed to start the event. Further checks
may be conducted during the progress of the event.

Vehicles which are fitted with a rapid detonation exhaust system (Anti-Lag device)
MUST have this deactivated. This is a request by the MSA via the RLO to keep this
venue for future events.

The event will be staged entirely on private property, mileage on the public highway is
not included, regulation R46.1.1 is waived in respect of current tax, but the vehicle
must be registered as a private car and the registration document bearing the
registration mark along with a valid MOT certificate must be produced at scrutineering
along with the vehicle’s MSA log book.

10. AWARDS

Plus any additional award(s) to be notified in final instructions.

Note: To Qualify for the Trackrod Award both crew members must have been
members for at least 1 month prior to the event.

No competitor may win more than one award.

Awards will be presented immediately after the event at the event venue. It will be the
award winners responsibility to arrange collection of any awards which cannot be
presented at this presentation for whatever reason.

11. ENTRIES

Entries open on publication of these regulations and close at 12 noon on the 18"
March 2010. The entry fee will be £200.00. To assist competitors financially we will
accept entries in two Instalments. To take advantage of this scheme two cheques
should be sent with the entry - one for £100 with the current date and the other for
£100 dated 9th March 2010. The initial cheque for £100 will be paid into the bank
immediately and the other cheque will be paid in on the 10th March 2010. Entries will
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only be reserved when the initial payment AND the second cheque have been
received.

A late entry fee will be enforced from noon on the 14™ March 2010 until entries close
on Thursday 18" March, this will be at an additional cost of £30.00

Cancellation of entry must be made in writing to the entries secretary. Cancellations
made prior to the closing date will be refunded in full. Cancellations made after the
closing date will be refunded (subject to a cancellation charge of £15) if that place is
subsequently taken by a reserve H31.1.2. Should the event be cancelled by
circumstances beyond the organisers control, an administration charge will be made,
however this will be kept to the minimum possible.

The maximum number of entries will be 100 plus 5 reserves, the minimum will be 50.
The minimum for each class will be 10. Should any of the minimum figures not be
reached the organisers reserve the right to cancel the meeting or amalgamate classes
as necessary.

Entries will be accepted on a first come, first served basis. Seeding for starting places
will be based on any information available to the organisers, including that supplied by
the competitors on the entry form. Once a provisional entry list has been published
this will be binding and no discussion regarding it will be entered into (R24.1.4).

12. IDENTIFICATION
Competitors will be identified by black numbers on a light background applied to both
sides of the car. These numbers are to be supplied by the competitor and will be on
sale at scrutineering by CJ Rallying. All identification must be removed after the event
or upon retirement or exclusion.
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13. ROAD BOOK

Entrants will be supplied with a road book and time cards on completion of
documentation. These documents will provide all the information necessary to comply
with R26.1. Competitors will be supplied with sketch plans of each stage, which will
not be to scale. The correct stage route will be physically defined by arrows and
numbered junctions. The onus is on the competitor to follow the correct route at all
times: if there should be any conflict between the arrowed route and that shown on the
stage plan, the arrowed route shall be deemed to be correct. All official times and
mileages shall be deemed to be correct. Before, during and after the event official
notices may be displayed and every competitor will be deemed to have read these
notices and be bound by them. The location of the notice board will be notified in the
final instructions (R2.8.1).

14. RESULTS

Provisional results will be published as soon as possible after the end of the event and
will be posted on the official notice board. Any protest must be lodged in accordance
with C5 Protests

15. TIMING AND CONTROLS

The event will be a target timing event (R31.1). Competitors will be supplied with a
timing schedule for each control to enable them to complete the event. Competitors
will be re-seeded throughout the event. A full explanation of the method of timing will
be contained in the Road Book, however, a copy will be supplied with the Final
Instructions for your early perusal. Any alteration to this schedule will be made on the
Official Notice Board. The starting system will consist of start lights that will give
a visual countdown, these will be on display at documentation. Special stage
finish timing will be by digital clocks operated by marshals. Timing will be to the last
whole second. It is the competitor's responsibility to obtain a correct time and
signature and ensure that their time card is correctly filled in and handed in when and
where instructed. Any marshal error must be corrected and initialled at the time of
entry as once accepted no time can be altered retrospectively. ALL controls will open
at the schedule time for car 0 and will close 10 minutes after the (adjusted where
necessary) time for the last competitor. All stages will have a bogey time and a target
time.

Competitors will receive penalties as follows: -
Under bogey time - bogey time
Over bogey time & under target time - actual time taken
Over target time - target time

Should any time not be legible or not appear authentic then the organisers may use
any means at their disposal to establish a time. The organisers reserve the right to
cancel or delete any section(s) of the event from the results should they deem it fairer
to do so. If the event is stopped before completion the organisers also reserve the
right to distribute the awards at their discretion should they deem it fair to do so.
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Main Time Controls (MTC) & Time Controls (TC)

TC’s will be positioned at the entrance and exit to the service area. Competitors must
leave a TC(out) exactly on their due time. Penalty for early arrival R Chart 32.2(g) will
apply. (1 minute early - 1 minute penalty) Penalty for late arrival R Chart 32.2(h) will
apply (1 minute late - 10 second penalty). Maximum lateness at any TC is 10 minutes
on each occasion. There will be no penalty for booking in early at any Time
Controls(in) or Stage Starts.

After rest halts competitors will be required to restart in the order of their arrival at the
Main Time Control preceding the rest halt (R31.2.9)

Special Stage Starts (SS)
At an SS a start time will be given in hours and minutes (and, if a competitor is to start
at 30 second intervals, seconds). Following the instruction of the Stage Start Marshal
to a competitor that he is next to start, the starting procedure will be as follows:

Start lights that will give a visual countdown. These will be available for competitors
to inspect during signing on

Special Stage Finishes (SF)

At an SF a competitor will receive a finishing time in hours, minutes and seconds. Any
competitor who fails to stop at the SSF stop line must not, under penalty of exclusion,
reverse to the stop line, but must return on foot.

16. PENALTIES
Please note penalties will be applied for cars striking stage boards, bales, cones &
tyres etc. which define splits, merges & chicanes.
Penalty 30 seconds per incident.
Shortcutting Penalty 30 seconds per incident

R Chart 32.2 will be applied as per MSA Competitors Yearbook 2010 including (h) as
below

(h) For each minute over target time on a road section for | 10 seconds
each minute over target time in a service area.

N.B. The penalty of "Exclusion" will be applied for the following offences: -

« Failure to wear a properly fastened seat belt and/or crash helmet and/or not
being seated in the car whilst in motion on a special stage (R25.3.1)

« Driving in the reverse direction on a special stage (R25.6.2)

* Smoking on a special stage (R25.5.3)

« Any car/service vehicle seen by a Driving Standards Observer which is being
driven at a speed greater than 20mph within the confines of the venue other than
on a special stage or being driven in a reckless manner within or close to the
venue.
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e Causing an obstruction, noise or nuisance on the public highway, private land
around the venue or access roads. This includes service vehicles or any vehicles
associated with a competing crew.

« Depositing of litter either by competitor or service crew other than in the bin liners
which will be provided by the organisers (these bin liners and their contents must
be taken home with you after the event).

e The use of any pace-notes or markings on stage plans other than those provided
by or authorised by the organisers (R25.9.1).

17. SPECIAL STAGE PRACTICE EVENT

Any car retiring or suffering the penalty of Exclusion from results during the early
stages of the Lookout Stages Rally, may be allowed to continue running on the later
stages as part of a Practice Event. Cars will be allowed to join this Event solely at the
discretion of the Clerk of the Course and after successfully completing Technical
Scrutineering.

These cars will be allowed to take part in the Practice Event either running at the back
of the field in a seeding order based on the original seeding of the Main Event or at a
suitable position within the main field, this to be determined by the organisers. The
Organisers reserve the right to stop the event at any stage.

The competitors in the Practice Event must be the same driver, navigator and car as
in the Main Event. Any crew wishing to take part must make their intentions known,
and have agreement from the Clerk of the Course before entering any stage.

The Practice Event will be run under the same Regulations as the Main Event.

Note that any car taking part in the Practice Event will not be competing for any award
nor will any results be published. Competitors excluded from the main rally for serious
offences are not eligible for this Event

18. GENERAL

All other General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association apply as written except
for the following which are modified: -

R26.5,31.1.3 Special stages will be timed to the last whole second.

Competitors may be required to start stages at 30 second intervals.

R40.1 To be classified as a finisher a competitor must visit all controls within
maximum lateness in the vehicle in which they started the event,
complete a damage declaration form (failure to comply will be penalised
in accordance with Chart 32.2(p)) and not have received the penalty of
Exclusion.

R31.2.5 Maximum Permitted Lateness is 10 minutes. A competitor will be
deemed not to have visited a control if they are over their 10 minute
maximum lateness.

R32.1.1 Competitors may be required to reduce lateness in service halts.

19. SERVICING AND SPECTATORS

Only one service vehicle will be allowed into the service area, all cars and other
vehicles must be parked to the organisers instructions (details will be supplied with the
Final Instructions). Service crews must stay in the service area, all other areas are
strictly out of bounds. Any service crew moving into other areas will cause the
exclusion of their competing crew. Service can only be carried out in the designated
areas, all other areas will be deemed "out of bounds" and will carry the Motor Sports
Association penalty of exclusion for contravention. All stage link roads will be deemed
out of bounds to service crews (R38.1.3)

Spectators cannot easily be accommodated at the venue and we would be obliged if
you could encourage friends to come and marshal thus assisting the smooth running
of the event.

20. SHORT CUTTING

For the purposes of this event, short cutting is defined as:

"The deliberate or careless positioning of a competing vehicle such that one or more
of the vehicle’'s wheels come into contact with cultivated grass at the side of the stage
route or driving a vehicle off the stage route or access route. This will include the
deliberate driving of a vehicle through any barrier erected by the organisers to define
the stage route e.g. through straw-bales, road cones, barrels, tyres etc. Penalties will
be applied whether the course taken by the competitor works to their advantage or
not. (See ASR 16)

21. JUDGES OF FACT

H142 Judges and/or DSOs will be appointed to re port on sound levels.
Excessive sound will include instantaneous occurrence of noise such as that
produced by backfiring caused by anti-lag systems. The penalty for excessive
sound may go as far as exclusion .

In compliance with R24.7 Judges of Fact will be appointed to adjudicate on the
following

Failure to comply with R25 (including "short cutting")
False starts on stages

Unauthorized possession of pace notes
Unauthorised smoking

Noise (measured by meter)

Crash helmet and seat belt regulations

Misuse of Red Cross/OK card

Depositing of litter

lllegal servicing
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22. FINAL INSTRUCTIONS

Final Instructions will be despatched to the nominated crew member by First Class
Post at least 72 hours before the event and will have the same effect as these S.R s.
The Final Instructions will contain the location of the Official Notice Board (R2.8.1)

23. MISCELLANEOUS

1. Itis the competitors responsibility to supply an SOS and OK board, their use shall
be in accordance with R25.

2. Petrol will not be available at the venue, competitors should bring sufficient
supplies to last for the full days sport.

3. Ties will be decided by reference to the competitor s stage times - "furthest fastest"
will apply (R40.1.2).

4. A catering unit will be in attendance to provide refreshments throughout the day. A
full range of items will be available along with hot and cold drinks etc.

5. CJ Rallying will be in attendance at scrutineering, they will have available
numbers, maps, spotlights, bulbs etc. Orders can be placed prior to the event by
contacting them on 01469 533178

6. The organisers would like to ask if any competitor would be willing to help after the
event to assist in the moving of tyres and barrels to the storage area on the
airfield. If you have indicated this on your entry form a priority parking space for
your trailer will be allocated. Just one trip would be most appreciated.
